       We all come from differing worlds of experience.  To relate to another, you must be willing to enter the world of experience that others live in.   To help understand the world of another, you must be willing to “read” the cues.   Imagine your brain to be like the hard drive of a computer; your eyes like the screen on your monitor.   When accessing information, your eyes will automatically search the ‘hard drive’ of your mind to recover the information and return it to the ‘screen.’   Where that information is ‘stored’ or constructed will help determine the world of experience where others live.
